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SURPASSES CHINA NUMBERS

Indians now largest group of
foreign students in Germany

Record 43,000
students enrolled
in German colleges
and universities

INDIAN STUDENTS HAVE
overtaken the Chinese to
become Germany’s largest
international student com-
munity. A record 43,000
Indian students are presently
enrolled in various German
colleges and universities,
marking an 100% increase
over the last five years.

Officials from the German
embassy in New Delhi say
that they expect to see a fur-
ther rise, with somewhere
between 45,000-50,000
Indian students enrolled by
the end of 2024. Here is what
has made Germany a sought-
after destination to study
abroad in recent years.

A steeprise

As per official statistics
shared by the Embassy
officials, as many as
20,810 Indian students were
enrolled in German universi-
ties and colleges in 2018-19,
which went up to 25,149 in
2019-20. After that, despite
the Covid-19 pandemic, the
number of Indian students
going to Germany continued
toseearise.Therewere 28,905
Indian studentsin Germanyin
2020-21,34,134in2021-22,
and most recently, 42,997 in
the 2023-24 academicyear.

This rise has seen Indians
go past Chinese students —
39,137 of whom are currently
enrolled in Germany — who
have always had a significant
presence in German universi-
ties. After India and China,
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Syria (15,563), Austria
(14,762),and Turkey(14,732)
boast of the largest interna-
tional student populations
in Germany.As of records from
the 2022-2023 academic
year,Germany hosts 4,58,210
international students —
roughly 20% of Germany’s
total student population.

Low costs, courses
taught in English

Compared to otherwestern
countries, the cost of educa-
tion in Germany is low as
higher education is mostly
public-funded. This means
that studentsonlyhave to take
care of their living expenses,
which German embassy offi-
cials told The Indian Express
wasaround 950 euros (includ-
ing rent, local transportation,
food,and recreation).

What has historically dis-
suaded Indian students from
studying in Germany, how-
ever,is thatitisnotan English-
speaking country — unlike the
US, the UK, Canada, and Aus-
tralia, Indian students’ top
choices. But German officials
say that students are now

increasingly approaching the
country with an open mind,
depending on where they
find the most suitable pro-
gramme of study.

And Germany is offering
courses in English aswell. Cur-
rently, over 2,000 degree
courses are taught in English,
mostly at Masters level. PhD
courses, both structured and
individual programmes, take
this number even higher.

In 2023, Germany became
the third most popular coun-
try for international students
and the firstamong non-Eng-
lish speaking countries.

As many as 16,850 fresh
visas were issued by Germany
to Indian students in the
year 2023, as per details
shared by the embassy with
The Indian Express.

With regards to what
Indian students study in Ger-
many, engineering pro-
grammes continue to be the
most sought-after,accounting
for 60% of all Indian students
in Germany.

Indian students abroad

Apart from Germany,
Indian students are also the
largest group of international
studentsin the US,with nearly
2,67,000 Indians enrolled in
US universities in 2022-23,
more than a quarter of the 1
million international students
inthe US.As per projections of
the US embassy in New Delhi,
the number of Indian students
in the US will touch a million
by 2030.The US issued record
high numbers of student visas
during June-August 2023.

UntilAugust 2023,Canada
stood among the top foreign
study destinations for Indian
students. However, between
Octoberto December2023,an
8690 decline was observed in
the issuance of study permits
to Indian students.

Canada’simmigration data
shows that only 14,910 Indian
students chose Canadian
institutions in the most recent
intake cycle, as against
1,08,940 students (according
to permits issued)in 2022.

Diplomaticissues between
India and Canada that have
affected visa processing and a
two-year Canadian cap on
international student permits
will reduce the number of
Indians obtaining student
visas to attend Canadian uni-
versities in the short term.

Meanwhile, Germany’s
new Skilled Immigration Act
will also offer Indian students
a smoother pathway into the
German labour market.

The German government
now allows international stu-
dents from outside the Euro-
pean Union to work up to 20
hours perweek,overriding the
previous limit of 10 hours,
officials said.
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Kuldeep Yadav: A millennial kid
who shed his ego to adapt, excel

KULDEEPYADAVWILL turn 30
in less than six months and
while experience and age has
mellowed him down a bit, the
ego and self-confidence is still
intact. The football buff who
spent his early teens kicking a
ballin the parkwith friendsand
stayed up late to watch Euro-
peanfootball thinkinghecando
a better job than the likes of
Arsene Wenger, Jose Mourinho,
Carlo Ancelotti, Jurgen Klopp
and Pep Guardiola is still full of
belief that he can get any bats-
manoutatany time.

Injuries, loss of form
have brought maturity
and wisdom. He is not the
youngster who, as he
recalled in a podcast with
Ravichandran Ashwin, didn't
heed the advice of KKR
bowling coach Carl Crowe to
work on his length. Kuldeep
admitshewastoorigid ortoo
scared to make any changes
in hisbowling.

“Iwasveryegoistic.lhada
lot of beliefin myskill.Iused to
believe that I could get anyone
out.IThad somuch confidencein
my skill set that I thought what
he was saying was not impor-
tant,” Kuldeep told Ashwin.

Even now, he is keen to take
over the mantle of India's lead-
ing spinner from the legendary
off-spinner and is confident of
holdinghisownin therun-fests
in the IPL. However, a few years
later, loss of form and a career-
threatening knee surgery put
his careeronacrossroads.Inthe
span of two years,he went from
being hailed as “India's lead
spinner in overseas Tests” by
then head coach Ravi Shastri to
becoming the fifth-choice
tweaker after Ashwin, Ravindra
Jadeja, Axar Patel and Washing-
ton Sundar.

That was the time Kuldeep
needed a comforting arm
around his shoulder.Ashwin, in
his podcast, said how it took

Kuldeepafewyearstoevenopen
up with him. His international
form had nosedived after MS
Dhoni retired.

“After Dhoniretired, my per-
formance with the ball wasn’t
great. It happens that a person
guides you and when that per-
son’sinfluence is not thereany-
more,suddenlyeverythingison
your shoulders. It takes time for
you to react to the situation...
that probably happened to me,”
Kuldeep told IE.

But the left-arm spinner is
luckytohave found therequired
support. In his first year under
Rishabh Pant's captaincy at
Delhi Capitals,hescalped 21

wickets in 14 games.
Lastyear,when Rishabh
missed the tourna-
ment after a road
mishap, Kuldeep had
an average season,
taking 10scalpsin 14
games.Thisyearwith
Rishabh back and
chirping “This one
was nice, Kuldeep”,
his performance has
improved. He has
picked 12 wickets in
eight matchessofar.
In the Indian set-
up,Kuldeep has found
comfort in the form
of captain Rohit
Sharma.

“Everyone said,I need to
increase my speed but no one
told me how,” Kuldeep said.“I
was scared to try new things.
Before my injury, I had been
bowling with the same action
for 15 years. There were lots of
questions in my mind,
he said. After his rehabwhen a
puzzled Kuldeep reached Kan-
pur, his childhood coach Kapil
Pandey immediately realised
that his ward was all over the
place but he made sure that he
would not let him throw in
the towel.

Kuldeep’s career has been
like his bowling. It has turned,
bounced, and drifted, but has

found the accuracy and zip in
the past couple of years. So
what has changed? He had
shed his ego and learnt from
his mistakes. On the show
Breakfastwith Champions
when host Gaurav
Kapoor teases him
about his weight,
Kuldeepimmediately
replies: “I  had
faced betrayal

and setbacks.”
